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Shatorupa, an eminent social activist, dedicated fully for the welfare of the 
downtrodden has recently been supportive of Institute of International 
Social Development’s various activities in pursuance of the MDGs. 
 
The Institute had recommended in 2007 that for intensive upliftment work 
in the interiors of the different Districts and states there is a need for local 
participation and working groups .Thus NDC was framed to do such work 
for the NandaKumar Block of East Midnapore, West Bengal. From 1st of 
April, 2010 Mr.Saurabh Samantha has taken over as the President of this 
informal working group formed under a special resolution of IISD. 
 
With a dedicated and highly spirited persona Shatorupa started with 
organizing a Health camp for the down trodden of the Nandakumar Block 
from her hospital bed (she was extremely ill and in hospital, when we 
approached her to organize a health camp).Being a Member of the Rotary 
she requested her club’s medical professional members and the Rotary 
Club of Calcutta doctors gladly accepted to show their benevolence by 
implementing the camp free of cost. 
 
NDC campaigned for patients for the camp which was done totally Free of 
cost by the Rotary Club of Calcutta. However NDC collected temporary 
membership fees of Rs10/- each from people to get entry to this Free 
Health Camp. 
 
Around 325 patients turned up for Eye, Gynae, Paediatrics, Skin and 
medicine, free ECG, Free Spectacles .Rotary medical team comprising of 
Dr.Ashok Basu,Dr.Ashok Ghosal and their team exhibited their care for 
humanity through their free medical services. The camp ended with a 
Lunch of local rural Bengali cuisine organized by NDC. 
Camp started at 11am and got over by 2.30 pm.
